COMMITTEE ON TRAFFIC/PUBLIC SAFETY

June 17, 1997 7:00 PM

Chairman Sysyn called the meeting to order.
The Clerk called the roll.
Present: Aldermen Sysyn, Reiniger, Soucy, Domaingue, Robert

Chairman Sysyn addressed item 3 of the agenda:

Ratify and confirm poll conducted June 9, 1997 approving the use of Stark
Landing on June 28, 1997 by WGIR for the “Baxter In The Morning Beach
Party”.

On motion of Alderman Soucy, duly seconded by Alderman Domaingue, it was
voted to ratify and confirm the poll conducted.

Chairman Sysyn addressed item 4 of the agenda:

Communication from the Board of Assessors regarding the assignment of
parking spaces in the vicinity of City Hall/Annex once the renovation
project has been completed.

On motion of Alderman Domaingue, duly seconded by Alderman Robert, it was
voted to refer the communication from the Board of Assessors to the Director of
Planning.
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Chairman Sysyn addressed item 5 of the agenda:

Communication from Kevin Collimore on behalf of the For Manchester
Subcommittee “The Neighborhood Committee for the Beautification of
Victory Park and the Hartnett Parking Lot”, requesting approval to affix
flags and/or banners to the light poles (3) located in the center of the
Hartnett Parking Lot.

Mr. Collimore addressed the committee advising that area neighbors to the
Hartnett Lot had been doing flower planting, etc. in the area and wanted to make it
a pleasant appearance. There were existing poles in the lot and they wanted to
place flags and banners on the light poles. The thought was to put US, State and
City flags there now, and have design contests in the future which could be
displayed on the poles.

Mr. Richard Davis of In-Town Manchester advised that it would need someone to
step to the plate and accept responsibility for the upkeep, etc. of the flags to ensure
that they did not have tattered flags on display in the future. He stated that In-
Town was happy to take on that responsibility if it helped with the Committee’s
decision.

On motion of Alderman Reiniger, duly seconded by Alderman Soucy, it was voted
to recommend approval of the request to display banners/flags on the poles in the
Hartnett lot with the understanding that Intown Manchester would oversee the
management of the project.

Alderman Domaingue noted that there were parking problems in the vicinity of
Memorial High School as previously discussed by the committee and the new item
was requested by her on behalf of constituents having problems.
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On motion of Alderman Soucy, duly seconded by Alderman Domaingue, it was
voted to approve the Traffic Department agenda, with addendum and new item
requested by Alderman Domaingue. Mr. Lolicata was to provide formal marking
lines for the Roysan Street area no parking zone.

OLD BUSINESS ITEM:

Memorial High parking lot
The clerk advised that the Highway Department had provided an estimate of
paving the area discussed at the last meeting at Memorial High School. The

estimated expense totaled $87,100.

Discussion ensued relative to the need for additional parking at this site and
whether the budget could be amended to address this issue.

The Committee concluded that it wished to forward the estimate to the budget
discussion. The clerk advised that she would bring it before the Board when it
returned to session.

Speeding in back alleys

The Committee briefly discussed the issue of speeders in the back alleys and
revisited earlier discussions from previous meetings on lowering the speed limit.

Mr. Lolicata was requested to check to see how low they could reduce the miles

per hour and the effects it would have on enforcement issue.

DISCUSSION:
Parking Meters

A somewhat lengthy discussion ensued relative to the parking meters where
Alderman Soucy described the problem people were having with inserting coins
and then looking for more coins and starting the process over because the machine
time had gone by. Alderman Soucy noted that the people were getting very
frustrated and the issue needed to be addressed.
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Chairman Sysyn indicated that she had heard similar complaints as had some of
the other members.

Mr. Lolicata noted that he had looked into it and the best they could do was to
give time for each quarter inserted. The two hour minimum would be posted but
the meter would give time for each quarter placed in the machine.

Alderman Soucy questioned leasing the spaces in the federal lot. It was noted that
gates would have to be installed or someone placed at the lot to monitor.
Alderman Sysyn noted that Intown conducted a study of the uses of the lots.

On motion of Alderman Reiniger, seconded by Alderman Soucy, it was voted to
approve changing the programming on the meter heads to provide 30 minutes for
each quarter deposited in these zones, and instructed Mr. Lolicata to proceed with
same. The clerk was requested to check with the solicitor’s office to determine if
a change in the ordinance was required.

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Mr. Davis advised that they were in need of 16 additional bags for meters in the
lot for the farmers market. In response to question he advised Alderman Soucy
that there would be adequate parking in the area for the public.

On motion of Alderman Domaingue, duly seconded by Alderman Soucy, it was
voted to approve the request and Lt. Tessier was advised to have bags made
available.

There being no further business to come before the Committee on Traffic/Public
Safety, on motion of Alderman Soucy, duly seconded by Alderman Domaingue, it
was voted to adjourn.
