A PROCLAMATION
WHEREAS, prostate cancer is the most commonly diagnosed non-skin cancer and the second leading cause of cancer-related deaths in men; and
WHEREAS, about 25 percent of prostate cancer affects men under the age of 65, during their prime years at work; and

WHEREAS, deaths due to prostate cancer devastate families through loss of income, partnership and support; and 
WHEREAS, all men in our community should have the opportunity to be screened for prostate cancer at an appropriate age, become aware of their own risks of prostate cancer, and talk to their health care providers about these risks; and 
WHEREAS, education about prostate care and early detection strategies are crucial to saving men’s lives and preserving and protecting our families.
NOW, THEREFORE, I, Frank C. Guinta, Mayor of the city of Manchester, N.H., do hereby proclaim February 2, 2009, to be BrownByrd Prostate Cancer Foundation Day, and urge all citizens and community organizations to join in the observance.
