Executive Summary

The Cohas Brook Interceptor, originally identified in Manchester’s Facility Plan in 1979, would take about 10 years to complete and would extend seer service to about 800 unsewered homes in the Cohas Brook or Lake Massabesic Watersheds.  With Lake Massabesic being the primary water supply for the City of Manchester and several surrounding towns, preserving and enhancing its water quality is imperative. .  Cohas Brook flows into Pine Island Pond, a manmade pond used for recreational activities.   
The Cohas Brook Interceptor Project, as laid out, would involve 4 contracts totaling $26.9 million (based on June 2009 cost data).  Financing could be provided by the State Aid Grant (SAG), the State Revolving  Fund (SRF), the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, the State and Tribal Assistance Grant (STAG) and/or betterment fees.  
Proposed Contracts:

Using four similarly sized subprojects would reduce yearly construction costs, minimizing the sewer rate impact of the Cohas Brook Interceptor.

Proposed Contract #1 would extend sewer service to just under 200 homes in the Massabesic Lake and Cohas Brook Watersheds, most of whom surveyed responded that they wanted the City to extend gravity fed sewer to their homes.  Expected cost in June 2009 $7.3 million.
Proposed Contract #2 would bring municipal sewer to about 180 existing homes in the Massabesic Lake and Cohas Brook Watersheds, as well as eliminate the need for Aladdin Street Pump Station.  Estimated cost in June 2009 $7.5 million.
Proposed Contract #3 would bring municipal sewer service to an additional 230 existing homes in the Cohas Brook Watershed, and will eventually provide sewer service to Londonderry and Auburn.  Estimated cost in June 2009 $6.8 million.  
Proposed Contract #4 will extend municipal sewer service to many residents of Bodwell Road in the Cohas Brook Watershed.  Estimated cost in June 2009 $5.3 million.
